Eagleton is a Title I school set in a rural community of Blount County, located in the foothills of the Great Smoky Mountains.  Eagleton’s population is made up of 68.7% who qualify for free/reduced lunches.  The majority of our population is Caucasian with some Asian/American and African/American and an increasing number of Hispanic.

Eagleton Elementary has been implementing the HET Model since 2002.  Some of the challenges that we have faced include teacher turnover, parental support, funding, and meeting the state standards. A great source of support for our efforts stems from the Title I program, our Literacy Leader, Central Office, HET coaches and Model Teaching Week, cross county support schools, and in house coaches.   

In addition to HET, we currently implement The Four Blocks Literacy Model (balanced literacy), computer-based literacy programs Orchard, Earobics, and Accelerated Reading, and Response to Intervention monitored with AimsWeb data.
· Our journey with the HET model has positively impacted our students’ achievement. 

· The benefits of implementing this model are numerous which is supported by impressive data including AYP achievement. 

· Teachers who have been putting into place aspects of the HET model report fewer behavioral issues, a more meaningful curriculum, and knowledge and application of integrating subject areas. 

· Cooperative learning is utilized more frequently in classrooms and there is an increased awareness of citizenship among students and faculty. 

· Students exhibit an understanding of procedures and expectations by displaying appropriate and respectful behaviors. 

· Our school’s expectations for student learning have grown demonstrated by the school report card and improvement across our demographic groups.
