2004-2008-Faculty & Staff immersed in ITI—Power Packs, Coaching/Modeling, 29 to Tahoe for Curriculum Writing, Model Teaching Week each pre-planning
Challenges Faced:

-School grade of an “F” (2002), low enrollment (under 300 in 2002), highest free/reduced lunch numbers
-Facilities (located in low socio-economic, high crime rate area) in dire need of upgrades (paint, tile, etc.)

-High percentage of teacher turnover during 2003 – 2005

-Magnet money ran out in Spring, 2008
