College Credit Information

The annual Spring Schools Exceeding Expectations (SEE) Conference, Summer Institutes, Model Teaching Week trainings, Curriculum Academies, and BodyBrain Basics/HET workshops may be taken for college credit.  Credit is offered through the Graduate School of Professional Studies at Lewis and Clark College, Portland, Oregon.  

Participation in the course is the primary requirement, and there is no additional follow-up work to be completed following such participation. Grades are given on a pass/no-pass basis.

The Spring (SEE) Conference offers 24 seat hours and earns up to 1.5 semester hours of continuing education credit.  Coursework cost is $150.00. Participants have the option of applying for partial credit by requesting smaller segments of semester hours (at $100 per semester hour). 

The Summer Institute (held at the Granlibakken Resort near Lake Tahoe) offers 32 seat hours and earns up to 2 semester hours of continuing education credit.  The cost for the coursework is $200.00 ($100 per semester hour). 

 Curriculum Academy offers 32 seat hours and earns up to 2 semester hours of continuing education credit.  The cost for the coursework is $200.00 ($100 per semester hour).

BodyBrain Basics/HET Workshop offers 24 seat hours and earns up to 1.5 semester hours for the three-day training. The cost for the coursework is $150.00 ($100 per semester hour).  

Model Teaching Week offers 35 seat hours and earns up to 2 semester hours of continuing education credit. The cost for the coursework is $200 ($100 per semester hour).

Participants will be able to register and pay for this credit onsite at the beginning of the event. Daily sign-in is required to validate your participation. Susan Kovalik & Associates, Inc. will submit the registration materials and checks to Lewis and Clark College.  Payment for these courses should be made by check or credit card payable to Lewis & Clark College.
